President’s Report  2009-2010

Brief account of main activities during the past year.

· After EC meeting of August 29: wrote a letter to prof. Morosawa, congratulating him and his team, on behalf of the EC, with the very successful Mito Symposium and expressing our great gratitude for all his efforts
· 16-17 September. Attended a large International Conference on Transnational Justice, in The Hague, The Netherlands. Represented the WSV and contacted diplomats and civil servants to lobby for our UN Convention. Learnt that in The Netherlands, representatives from the Ministry of Foreign Affairs (human rights division) are more interested in our campaign than representatives from the Ministry of Justice (who have different priorities).
· 4-7 November. Attended international conference in Lima, Peru (1100 participants). Represented the WSV and gave a plenary speech on victims rights and victim services. Lobbied the International Red Cross for support for our UN Convention.
· 16-19 November. Attended National Criminology Congress in Ciudad Juarez, Mexico. Represented the WSV, met with leaders of regional criminology associations, had extensive talks with Maria de la Luz Lima about strategy for next years, gave a keynote lecture on our Draft UN Convention.
· 6 December. Skype call with John Dussich and Sam Garkawe, in order to agree on further revisions of the next draft of our UN Convention.
· 20-22 January. Participated in the Post Graduate Course in Victimology, Monash University, South Africa. Represented WSV, lectured on the Draft UN Convention, had talks with various members of our EC which were also present, had a meeting with the WSV Website Committee, chaired by Gerd Ferdinand Kirchhoff.
· February. Arranged with Dutch notary to have signature registered in Germany. Contacts with the Secretary-General in order to update the text of our Constitution as it it registered at the German Court.
· 26 March. Meeting Board of Directors International Society of Criminology, in Paris, France. Represented the WSV and discussed endorsement by EC of WSV of the campaign for the abolition of the death penalty.
·  April. Prepared a new edition of WSV brochures (500 copies).
· 12-16 April. Attended the UN Crime Congress in Salvador, Brazil. Part of WSV team lobbying for the draft UN Convention. Successful outcomes are described in the report of John Dussich, chairman of the UN Liaison Committee. Gave presentations on ‘Rights and services for victims in Europe’ (ancillary meeting 4/13), ‘Responding to the needs of victims of crime in education on the rule of law’ (Workshop A, 4/14, as officially invited representative of the WSV), ‘ Victims rights: principles and realities’ (ancillary meeting 4/14), and ‘ Content of the Draft UN Convention’ (ancillary meeting 4/15).
· 17-21 May. Attended UN Crime Commission meeting in Vienna, Austria. Lobbied – with Beulah Shekhar – for our Convention. Drafted a Statement on behalf of the WSV and read it in the plenary meeting room. Results were disappointing. Little support from government delegations.
· 3 July. Meeting Board of Directors International Society of Criminology, in Leuven, Belgium. Formal meeting with the leadership of the ‘Big Four’ organizations in criminal justice to discuss opportunities for cooperation.
Throughout the year, numerous email and telephone contacts with individual members of the EC. During our meeting, I will report on the philosophy I have tried to develop during the past year.
